The first month of the school year has come and gone and things in our classroom have been progressing very well.  The students have quickly caught on to the rules and routines within the classroom and have been demonstrating great potential with their work and study habits.   Each student has also demonstrated a very enthusiastic and positive attitude towards their learning which has made working with this group of students a real pleasure.  I’m very confident that this good behaviour will continue throughout the year and that the students will carry on meeting and exceeding my expectations.  This will hopefully help to ensure a positive school year for all students in the classroom!

October Curriculum Overview

English

In English, we will continue to practice the reading strategy of Making Connections.  With this strategy, students are able to make three different kinds of connections to the material they are reading in order to help them better understand it.  Once we are finished with this strategy, we will begin to examine the strategy of visualisation.  This strategy will help the students learn how to create images in their head concerning different parts of a story in order to better understand what they are reading.  We will also begin looking at the writing form of Recount.  This writing form provides the students with a chance to write about their past experiences in various ways such as by writing a letter or a memoir.

French

In French, we will continue to practice different reading strategies that the students can use to help them better understand the French language while reading.  We are also in the process of finishing up our work on Procedural Writing by having the students teach the class how to do something.  The students will also begin to study different grammar concepts and verb conjugations which they will be able to apply to their writing.   

Geography

In Geography, we will continue to investigate the major themes that surround the subject of Geography.  The focus this month will be on the environment and the way humans interact with it.  From there, we will begin to study different regions found within Canada and from around the world before continuing on to the culminating assignment.

Science

In Science, we will continue to explore Interactions within Ecosystems.  In order to help the students better understand what Ecosystems are and how they work, I have planned a field trip to L.C. Henderson Park where the students will be able to get a first-hand look at an ecosystem.  We will also begin to take a more in depth look at the impact humans have on ecosystems.  

Mathematics

Mr. Davey will teach the subject of Mathematics.  This month, students will be studying the concepts of ratios, rates and data.

Visual Arts and Music

In Visual Arts, students will begin their first art project of making a colour wheel.   This project will provide the students with an opportunity to apply the elements of art relating to colour as well as the principles of harmony and unity.  In Music, students will continue to look at how music can impact your emotions by studying the various compositions of John Williams.  We will also be taking an in depth look at how opinions of a particular composition can be changed when that composition is associated to a particular scene from a movie.

Health and Physical Education

In Health, we will continue to discuss Personal Safety and Injury Prevention by taking a closer look at bullying and harassment as well as other situations that can pose a threat to a student’s well being.  In Physical Education, we will begin to study the sport of soccer.  This is an excellent sport for the students to learn because it teaches them how to pass between team members and also how to control and manipulate the ball in order to score on the other team.  These techniques relate to the fundamental movement aspect of Physical Education.  This is also an excellent sport to learn because it provides the students with an opportunity to demonstrate teamwork in order to attain a desired goal.  

As mentioned earlier, this year is off to a great start and in order to keep this positive momentum going, I have decided to put together an after school homework program for the students.  This program is meant to provide the students with an opportunity to receive extra help with any homework, school work or concepts that they are struggling with in the classroom.   The homework club will take place every Wednesday after school from 3:00 – 4:00 pm starting on Wednesday, October 13, 2010 right through until the end of the year.
